The Los Angeles Department of City Planning has developed a 
draft city code amendment that sets Residential Floor Area 
maximums and regulates Bulk, Lot Coverage and Height of 
developments in single-family zones. Proposed “Variation Zones" 
would replace the current R1 single-family zone and be tailored by 
area to retain neighborhood character.
