Why Are Protected Bike Lanes Safe?

People on bikes, skateboards W
and scooters are physically
separated from moving (People driving often
vehicles. slow down: the road
appears narrower and
better organized.

Pedestrians also benefit from a
slower street and from being
further from moving vehicles.

From 2012 to 2022, 1203 collisions occurred on this section of Venice BIvd. 25% of those
involved people walking or riding a bike, and 58 people were killed or severely injured. We ar|
redesigning our streets o prioritize human life.

We're also working with Metro to improve bus operations for the more than 19,000 people
who board the bus daily. 84% of those are from households that make less than $50k/year,
and 82% do not own a car and rely on bus service.
